What are activities that please our Savior?
We’'re pleasing God when we ...

1. Make prayer a

a. By praying
| urge, then, first of all,
that petitions, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving ... (1)

b. By praying
... be made for all people — for kings and all those in authority, (1f-2a)

c. By praying
that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness
and holiness. (2b)

* Rejoice always, pray continually, give thanks in all circumstances;
for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus. (1 Thessalonians 5:16-18)

2. Put faith into

a. By sharing God’s desire for all

This is good, and pleases God our Savior, who wants all people
to be saved and come to a knowledge of the truth. (3-4)

b. By knowing God'’s extraordinary
For there is one God and one mediator between God and mankind,
the man Christ Jesus, who gave Himself as a ransom for all people.
This has now been witnessed to at the proper time. (5-6)

c. By fulfilling our God-given
And for this purpose | was appointed a herald and an apostle —
| am telling the truth, | am not lying — and a true and faithful teacher
of the Gentiles. (7)

* Each one of you should use whatever gift you have received to serve
others, as faithful stewards of God’s grace ... so that in all things God
may be praised through Jesus Christ ... (1 Peter 4:10-11)
