How do we know if we’re functioning with propriety?
We’'re functioning properly when we ...

1. Follow the Lord’s instructions for

a. His instructions for Christian

Therefore | want the men everywhere to pray,
lifting up holy hands without anger or disputing. (8)

* Husbands ... be considerate as you live with your wives ...
so that nothing will hinder your prayers. (1 Peter 3:7)

b. His instructions for Christian

| also want the women to dress modestly, with decency and propriety,
adorning themselves, not with elaborate hairstyles or gold or pearls
or expensive clothes, but with good deeds, appropriate for women
who profess to worship God. (9-10)

* Wives ... Your beauty ... should be ... the unfading beauty of a gentle
and quiet spirit, which is of great worth in God’s sight. (1 Peter 3:1-4)

2. Follow the Lord’s instructions as

a. His instructions according to the Biblical
A woman should learn in quietness and full submission.
| do not permit a woman to teach or to assume authority over a man;
she must be quiet. (11-12)

* ... the head of every man is Christ, and the head of the woman is man,
and the head of Christ is God. (1 Corinthians 11:3)

b. His instructions according to the Biblical

For Adam was formed first, then Eve.

And Adam was not the one deceived; it was the woman

who was deceived and became a sinner. But women will be saved
through childbearing — if they continue in faith, love and holiness
with propriety. (13-15)

* A man ... is the image and glory of God; but woman is the glory
of man. For man did not come from woman, but woman from man;
neither was man created for woman, but woman for man. (1 Cor 11:7-9)
